Wastewater Operation & Maintenance

WWTP Blower 2 was faulting out. We had Electric Pump take a look at it while they were on-site

and discovered a loose wire.  It is back online. Blower 1 is expected to be replaced 4/15/25.  

Lift station 4 spare pump was installed by Electric Pump. 

UV station upgrades are well underway. The base infrastructure installation has been completed. 

Now we’re just waiting on the physical UV components to come in.  They have been delayed until

4/24/25 with projected arrival to the WWTP on the 28th.  As of now we’re still expecting to have

this quarter’s Ecoli sampling completed by the end of May.  

With the blower repairs and warmer temperatures, the ammonia has come back down to almost

non-detectable levels.  We were seeing too high of levels for several weeks, so we are happy to

see them back down.
